CATERING

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ANIMAL WELFARE

Horse welfare is paramount. Prior, during and after the event you have the sole responsibility for the welfare
of your horse. This includes feeding, watering and maintenance of stable.

COVID SAFETY PLAN

in accordance with NT Government requirements, we have a COVID-19 Safety Plan.
When attending our event please observe the following key principles:

PHYSICAL DISTANCING
