• Manage team practice sessions and assist with warm-up activities. 

• Participate in team meetings and functions as requested by the Team Manager. 

• Ensure compliance with the EA Code of Conduct. 

• Serve as a spokesperson for your team (with committee approval). 

• Notify the Team Manager of any protests, behaviour issues, injuries, or emergencies.
